2024. Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Organising Secretary.

Squadding: All competitors will be advised of their squadding via email. Please keep an eye out on
your spam/junk folder. Squadding time is the commencement of the match. Preparation time will be
prior to this. Please note that for 10m Air Pistol and 50m Pistol events, competitors must be on the
line 25 minutes prior to the start time of the match. Competitors may be squadded to assist on
ranges.
